Waybright Fields (Williamstown)
From Rt. 14 North: Follow Rte 14 North into Williamstown. Stay on Rt. 14 North as it turns right at the Exxon. Take the first left onto East 4th St (Waverly Rd) at the wetlands near DaVinci's Restaurant. Go approximately ¼ mile and turn left onto Central Ave. Turn right onto Morris Ave. Follow Morris Ave past the American Legion baseball field. The fields are straight ahead. 

Dean Scott Fields (South Parkersburg)
Take 1-77 S to Rt. 95 Exit (Camden Ave.). Continue on Rt. 95 about 2 to 3 miles. About a quarter-mile before the intersection of Camden Ave. and East St. take a right opposite the Church of Christ at the comer of Buckeye and Camden Ave. (if you proceed to the intersection of Camden Ave. and East St you've gone too far). This road will take you down to the fields (veer to the left along the train tracks to the soccer fields). 

Tri-C Complex (Washington, WV) 

From 1-77:  Take 1-77 South to Exit 176 (7th St., Rt 50, Downtown). Take a right at the end of the exit ramp. Follow Rt 50 West towards Athens (do not get off at 7th St. i). Stay on 50 W for about 9 miles. Exit at "892/Dupont Rd/Washington exit". Turn left at the end ofthe ramp onto 892 South towards Washington. Continue on 892 S for about 2.5 miles (proceed past DuPont and Sabic plants). Past Sabic turn right into Tri-C Sports complex (Northwest Dr. - look for a white water tower on the right). Cross the train tracks and proceed down Northwest Dr. about 1/4 mile, parking and fields will be on the right (do not go to the fields beside the train tracks!).
